3 SADDLES

STOLEN

From West of Balzac/SouthWest of Airdrie
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1.  Billy Cook cutting saddle -  smooth burgundy leather seat, saddle stamped med.brown horn and skirt area and rear cinch straps, smooth med.brown cantle, light rough fenders and jockey, round stirrups.  This saddle has a longer, flatter seat than a regular saddle.


2.  Youth saddle - light tan with simple basket stamp edging - our brand is marked on the underside (half diamond over connected JB).
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3.  Antique saddle – black-brown skirting and fenders with a reddish brown seat, slim horn with metal showing and high back, long leather strings, some were broken.  This belonged to my grandfather - he bought it used back around 1920 or so, so real sentimental value. (the photo is from a painting of a very similar styled saddle)
